TULSA COUNTY DEMOCRATIC PARTY CONVENTION

After the Tulsa County Regional Precinct elections are held, all elected
Precinct Officers are invited to attend as delegates™ to the Tulsa County
Democratic Convention and elect the 2007 Tulsa County Democratic Party
(TCDP) Chair, Vice-Chair and Secretary.

The number of eligible voters for TCDP officers depends upon the humber of
Tulsa County Precinct Officers who are either in attendance, or represented
by an attending proxy, to the convention.

Because the actual number of attending Tulsa County Precinct
Officers/Proxies varies, we’ve used the number “395” as the hypothetical
number to represent Tulsa County Convention attendees. This group will elect
the new Tulsa County Democratic Party Officers.

Tulsa County is allowed 79 delegates (in addition to the 3 Tulsa County Officer
“super delegates”) to be sent to the District and State Conventions.

Following is a graphic representation illustrating how proportional voting
determines a fair selection process for delegates sent to our District and State
Conventions. At those conventions, among other responsibilities and
privileges, delegates will be allowed to vote for District and State office
positions.

With proportional voting, groups of like-minded individuals are invited to form
coalitions that represent common issues. A member of each group will hold a
sign (posters will be provided) designating the group’s common issues, thus
inviting others to join.
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
